Lightning begins as static charges in a rain cloud. Winds inside the cloud are
very turbulent. Water droplets in the bottom part of the cloud are caught in the
updrafts and lifted to great heights where the much colder atmosphere freezes
them. Meanwhile, downdrafts in the cloud push ice and hail down from the top
of the cloud. Where the ice going down meets the water coming up, electrons
are stripped off.
